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PROGRAMS 
 

Shoe Program 
The Haynes Foundation in the 

aid of giving the less 
fortunate a hope for a 
better tomorrow procured 
one hundred and fifteen 
pairs of shoes from 
Sole4Souls, and forty pairs 

of shoes from other 
individuals. Forty-

five pairs were 
distributed 

to the 

Ruimveldt 
Children’s Home and one hundred and ten pairs 
were distributed to the St. Francis Community 
Developers in Region 6, Guyana. With these 
shoes more than a hundred disadvantaged and 
less fortunate women and children and orphans 
will be going to school and work in comfort. 
 

Back to School Program 
In efforts to strengthen our support as 
advocates for quality education, the Foundation 
partnered once again with the Philadelphia 
Chapter of the Pinochle Bugs Social Civic Club, 
Inc., Beneficial Bank, 

Little Hands Family Services, LLC, Rowan 
University (Literacy Club) and KidsNet Learning 
Center to procure valuable school supplies 
(Notebooks, Calculators, Pens, Pencils, Crayons, 
Bag packs, chalk, etc.) for the children of 
Guyana.  
Because of you all twenty children at the 
Ruimveldt Children Home are returning to 
school with new school uniforms, shoes, bag 
packs and adequate school supplies to continue 
the academics. Over 7,500 sticks of chalk were 
distributed to the Mackenzie High School in 
Linden, Guyana and Seventy-five students of 
the Winslow Township Middle School (New 
Jersey, USA) received back to school supplies 
including a HF back pack containing all essential 
school supplies. 
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Children Friendly Spaces 
Working with the St. Francis Community 
Developers (Port Mourant, Berbice) to create 
children friendly spaces in Berbice, the 
foundation 

distributed 205 children story books, over 100 
toys, arts and crafts and education learning 
supplies.  
 

 
Orphanage Program 
 
In May, 2010 members of the Haynes 
Foundation travelled to Guyana to assess 

several Orphanages in Guyana that needs 
significant help. After due diligence was 
conducted the Board of directors voted to 
adopt the Ruimveldt Children Home and Care 

Centre (RCHCC). Selection of the Ruimveldt 
Children Home was based on the welfare of the    
children, professionalism of the care givers, 
operation of the orphanage and transparency of 
its financials and donations. 
As part of our commitment towards improving 
the lives of the children in Guyana, the Haynes 
Foundation will partner with the Ruimveldt 
Children’s Home and Care Centre (RCHCC) 
under our helping orphans program. Over the 
next several years we will be focusing on social 
services for the children and supporting staff, 
habitat, education, mental health counseling 
and training and life skills for the children.  
 
RCHCC is a registered and independent non-
governmental organization (NGO) that provides 
a loving and safe home environment for 
neglected and abandoned children infected 
and/or affected by HIV/AIDS and assistance to 
the needy community that surrounds RCHCC.  
RCHCC is leading the way with the first home of 
its kind in all of Guyana to serve the children 
with medical attentions through trained staff 
and local hospitals, nourishing meals, spiritual 
guidance education and lots of tender loving 
care. 
 

The children are unquestionably benefited 
from this help and support, but 

volunteers and 
leaders 

are 
also benefited and 
changed as they make a 
difference in the life of a child in need.  
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In 2010 all twenty children 
received the necessary care, 
nutrition and love. With smiles on 
their faces, hope was destined for 
these children. The Haynes 
Foundation distributed, new shoes, 
new clothes, medical supplies, new 
school uniforms, school supplies, 
pajamas, toiletries, priceless smiles 
and most of all HOPE to the children 
of the Ruimveldt Children Home. 
 

Toy drive 

Our annual holiday toy drive was successfully 

supported with an abundance of toys form toy 

cars and trucks to board games. We not only 

were we able to ensure that every child at the 

orphanage opened their very own gifts, but we 

supplied the over a hundred toys to the children 

friendly spaces project.   

Sports Program  

The Haynes Foundation provided the necessary 
resources for Victory Valley Royals’ 6th school 
basketball tournament, 
the 2010 Inter-
Guiana Games 
(Basketball 

and Volleyball), technical support for the New 
York Linden-Georgetown friendly basketball 
series. Uniforms for the Rose Hall Town 
 Youth and Sports Club Basketball team, 
trophies, medals and awards for the Port 
Mourant Training Center’s annual "Run PMTC 
Run” 6K Run and maintenance of the Caribbean 
Basketball Confederation (CBC) Web Portal. 
 
In addition the Haynes Foundation procured 
two new FIBA Certified backboards, two FIBA 
certified basketball rims and nets for the 
Georgetown Amateur Basketball Association’s 
rehabilitation of Burnham Court.
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In School Success Program 
 
The overall goals of the In School Success Program (ISSP) include helping youth to significantly improve 
academic performance, to display better problem solving skills, to exhibit more positive pro-social 
behavior, to decrease high risk behaviors at home and school, to increase student’s sense of community, 
to improve conflict resolution skills, to improve social skills, and to decrease disciplinary referrals.  We 
would like to see each individual school that utilizes the ISSP program have less disruptive behaviors in 
students by the end of the school year and increase in positive attitudes toward school and the learning 
environment. 
 
Referrals:  
Students were referred to the program by school staff, parents and administration.  Fifteen students 
enrolled in the program last year were reenrolled this school year.  The referral process was as follows: 
teachers, school counselors, and school administrators received referral forms from the In School 
Success Program.  Once a staff member completed the referral form for a student, the referral was then 
given to the school principal for approval.  Once approved by the principal, ISSP received the referral 
and contacted the student and the student’s guardians for enrollment.  Enrollment in the program 
began on the first day of school this school year. 

 
Forty-nine parents participated in an intake assessment which included a face to face interview with the 
family, completion of a personal history form providing information on the student, consent for services 
provided, and release forms signed.  
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Groups 
For the first quarter, all enrolled students with guardian consent to participate in groups began Life Skills 
Training Group.  The Botvin Life Skills Training Middle School program is a groundbreaking substance 
abuse and violence prevention program based on more than 25 years of rigorous scientific research and 
is one of the most effective evidence-based programs used in schools today. In addition to helping kids 
resist drug, alcohol, and tobacco use, the Life Skills Training Middle School program also effectively helps 
to reduce violence and other high-risk behaviors.  Learning objectives include personal self-management 
skills, general social skills, and drug resistance skills. 
 
Evidence-Based Interventions  
The In School Success Program utilized evidence-based and evidence supported interventions for 
counseling including Taking Action for depression, Coping Power for anger, Real Life Heroes for trauma, 
and Collaborative Problem Solving. 
 
Academic Assistance 
In addition to individual and group counseling, ISSP offered individual sessions of academic assistance to 
students in our program by our academic counselor.  Academic counselor assisted students with setting 
academic goals based on areas of strengths and weaknesses, and regularly implemented interventions 
for academic success specific to each student’s needs. 
 
After -School Study Hall  
An after-school study hall was held every Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.  Students were 
encouraged to come to the study hall as needed, though attendance was voluntary.  Study hall began 
immediately following termination of the school day and students were walked to the late bus at 
4:00pm.  The study hall provided students with a quiet studious atmosphere to complete their 
homework, individual tutoring, and assistance with academic goals.  Twenty eight of the students 
enrolled in ISSP attended the study hall during the first quarter.  ISSP also welcomed guest speakers to 
present to the students during this after-school component.  Speakers addressed to the students about 
the importance of achieving and maintaining good grades now and throughout high school, respect, 
courtesy and financial empowerment.  Interns from Rowan University, Rutgers University, and Arcadia 
University provide additional support to the staff in the ISSP. 
 
Quarterly Incentive  
For the first quarter incentive, students were encouraged to complete 80% or more of their assigned 
homework for the first marking period in order to earn a pizza party.   
 
For the second and remainder quarters, students are encouraged to improve by one letter grade in 2 
core classes or maintain good grades in Math, Science, Language Arts and Social Studies. 
 
ISSP will also continue to network within the community to bring more presenters to the program to 
teach our students about nutrition, careers, and education.
